· HOW THE EVALUATION SCORE WILL AFFECT A TEAM MEMBER’S SCORE: Your evaluations will be used to adjust your team members’ grades. The formula for a member’s adjusted score for the team activities = (The team’s activity score) x (the member’s peer evaluation score by other members, ranging from 0% to 100%). For example, if the team earned 92 points for an activity and the member received 85 peer evaluation, her/his adjusted score would be 92 points x 85% = 78.2 points. However, if a member’s peer evaluation score is 90% or higher, the member will keep the raw score. But note that the actual level of score adjustment will rely on the instructor’s discretion and careful evaluation on the team members’ input. 

· EVALUATE TEAM MEMBERS: Evaluate your team members excluding yourself, based on each member’s overall contribution. Give 0% (= S/he contributed nothing) to 100% (= S/he contributed fairly) per member. Note that x% means that the member deserves x % of the team score and that 100% means “fair,” not necessarily superb contribution.
