Note: This manual applies when you already have an earlier version of APOGEE installed. 
1. Download the new version of APOGEE and extract it onto the hard drive of the server. (e.g., on desktop)

2. Open the project and update the Web.config and genProjRpt/App.config files. Please follow the instructions below:


(2.1) Web.config.

Step 3 is ONLY NEEDED when upgraded from 1.0.5 to 1.0.7

3. Update database schema (note: your old data will be lost. Backup your data first!). Open the Windows command prompt.
Enter "osql -S server -E". (e.g., “osql -S GSW475\SQLEXPRESS -E”. Then issue the following commands: 

1> restore datbase APOGEEDB from disk=’ C:\Xiang\Research\Projects\Latest\ProtoAPOGEE3\DBBackup\APOGEEDB.bak’
2> go
3> EXEC sp_dboption 'APOGEEDB', 'recursive tiggers', 'true'
4> go
5> quit 
Note: that the APOGEEDB.bak file is located in the “\DBBackup” folder of the project.

For SQL SERVER users: if the restore command does not work, try the following:


restore datbase APOGEEDB from disk=’ C…\DBBackup\APOGEEDB.bak’ WITH REPLACE

4. Deploy APOGEE. Follow the instructions below:

(1) Open APOGEE using VS .Net 2005. Click “Build->Clean Solution; Build->Rebuild Solution; Build->Rebuild Website;”

(2) Build->Publish Website

(3) Click the “…” button, as shown in the figure below.
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(4) Select “local IIS” and select the virtual directory for the project.
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(5) NOTE: do NOT update the keys in web.config and app.config. We would like to keep the setting for IIS to use temporary files in the original project folder (thus improving security).

Up to now, the project is ready for use. If necessary, restart the IIS service.

*** Start ONE instance of IE and leave it on taskbar (do not log off, but you can lock the computer using screen protector).

*5. (for Windows 2003 Server)
We may get a dialog that pops up everytime a project is submitted telling you about a security warning when attempting to run the report generator. You can disable this by going into the Group Policy Manager. You can do this by going to Start->run and inputting gpedit.msc. Then, go to Local Computer Policy->User Configuration->Administrative Templates->Windows Components->Attachment Manager. In the Attachment Manager, find "Inclusion list for low file types," right click, and click properties. Make sure it is enabled, and in the box below, add ".exe" to the list. Restart you computer.
6. Update IIS Server (set the statement management mode).


(1) Start IIS manager


(2) Right click on virtual directory 


(3) Select “ASP.Net” tab


(4) Click the “Edit Configuration” button


(5) Click the “State Management” tab, select “UseURI”. This is for the server to distinguish the submission from the same computer.
