1933: Hitler seizes control of Germany

1934: Italy invades Ethiopia

1935: German Jews lose political rights

1936: Germany reoccupies the Rhindand/violates WWI treaty

Civil War in Spain
Germany and Italy sign Berlin-Rome Axis

1938: Germany occupies Austria and part of Czechoslovakia
Great Britain and France back down at Munich
German Jews attacked by Nazis

1939: Italy invades Albania
Germany and Russia agree not to fight
Germany invades Czechodovakia and Poland
Great Britain and France declare war on Germany
Japan joins German-Italians alliance

1940: Germany defeats France

1941: Germany attacks the Soviet Union
