A. Andrew Hamilton, lawyer, summary in defense of John Peter Zenger, New York, August, 1735.

“It isagreed upon by all men that thisis areign of liberty, and while men keep within the bounds
of truth, | hope they may with safety both speak and write their sentiments of the conduct of men of
power; | mean of that part of their conduct only which affects the lives and property of the people under
their administration; were this to be denied, then the next step may make them daves. For what notions
can be entertained of davery without the liberty of complaining. Or if they do complain, to be destroyed,
body and estate, for doing so?’

“ Theloss of liberty to a generous mind is worse than degth; ...the man who loves his country
prefersits liberty to all other considerations, well knowing that without liberty lifeisa misery.”

“Power may justly be compared to a great river; while kept within bounds, it is both beautiful and
useful, but when it overflowsits banks, it is than too impetuous to be stemmed; it bears down all before it
and brings destruction and desolation wherever it comes. If, then, this be the nature of power, let us at
least do our duty, and, like wise men who value freedom, use our utmost care to support liberty, the only
bulwark against lawless power, which in all ages, has sacrificed to its wild lust and boundless ambition of
the blood of the best men that ever lived.”
