Instead of answering questions, you have to make a list of questions that you
have about the data. A sample question: Why did so many people come from Southern and Eastern
Europe from 1901-19107?
When the class has a list of questions, students should think of possible answers. A possible answer is
called a hypothesis. Once historians have an hypothesis, they try to check their "possible answer” by
finding more data.
