William Jenning Bryan's Speech to the 1896 Democr atic Party Convention

1) "There are those who believe that if you will only legislate to make the well-to-do prosperous, their
prosperity will leak through on those below. The democratic idea, however, has been that if you legidate to
make the masses prosperous, their prosperity will find its way up through every class which rests upon
them."

2) "You come to us and tell usthat the great citiesarein favor of the gold standard; we reply that the great
citiesrest upon our broad and fertile prairies. Burn down your cities and leave our farms, and your cities
will spring up again asif by magic; but destroy our farms and the grass will grow in the streets of every city
in the country."

3) "Having behind us the producing masses of this nation and the world, supported by the commercid
interests, and the toilers everywhere, we will answer their demand for a gold standard by saying to them;

Y ou shall not press down upon the brow of labor this crown of thorns, you shall not crucify mankind upon
across of gold."
